
You rely on your HP NonStop servers to handle your business transactions in a reliable and
timely manner. To ensure this, you must properly configure, balance, and utilize your computing
resources. Thousands of processes are running on your NonStop server every day, handling
hundreds of thousands of transactions. Hundreds of disks, communication lines, controllers,
HP ServerNet clusters, and other components and objects interact with each other. Monitoring
and collecting the associated performance and transaction metrics are considerable tasks; the
resulting information can be reviewed in a nearly infinite number of ways.

HP has developed System Performance Analyzer (SPA) software to serve this exact purpose.
It helps you make sense of information and gives you clear answers.

SPA is one component of the Performance Management Bundle for NonStop servers. Two
other components of this bundle are Open Database (ODB) and Tandem Performance Data
Collector (TPDC). Using the Performance Management Console (PMC) function of the ODB
component, you can schedule the host-based TPDC to collect metrics for a set period of time.
You can also use PMC to retrieve and load these metrics into ODB on a workstation. ODB is
the data source for analysis by SPA, which is a Microsoft® Windows operating system–based
client application.

what-if analysis

SPA’s what-if analysis feature estimates
how your system would perform if it were
upgraded. SPA provides a list of
processor models and a list of possible
memory configurations and enables you
to choose. When you have made the
selections, it then analyzes your current
performance metrics as if they were
running in the newly selected
environment. (You can also tell SPA to
incorporate its tuning recommendations
before analyzing the new configuration.)
SPA then displays the new system load.
You can place this window next to your
current configuration or any other
processor selection for easy comparison
(see figure 6).
